Of the six (6) Local Municipalities uMDM serves, only one (1) will be affected
namely uMshwathi Local Municipality.

The water supply will be affected from 7:00AM - 07:00PM on 27 June 2017.
Residents will have water during the shutdown as our reservoirs have adequate
water stored. However this requires all residents to use water sparingly during
the shutdown. Residents, businesses, factories, schools, clinics and all
consumers are strongly recommended to store water in receptacles or vessels.
